Plans: 
 
In accordance with Synod guidelines, the Council has approved 12 weeks of parental leave beginning October 
5th. The estimated delivery date is October 9, 2025, but I will keep Stephanie Staudenmayer, Rick Dreby, and 
Michelle Ieradi informed as the time approaches.

General: 
 
¶ I will be unavailable for administration, pastoral care, funerals, worship, and other needs during my leave.  
 
¶ Email will not be monitored on a regular basis. 
 
¶ Text messages will not be answered with the exception of Michelle Ieradi, Stephanie Staudenmayer, and 
Rick Dreby.  

 
Worship: 
 
¶ Weekly services will be held at 10:15 am on Sundays from 09/07/2025 through 12/31/2025.  
 
¶ Christmas Eve worship will be held at 3:00 pm and 7:00 pm. 
 
¶ In the event that it is too short notice to get our scheduled supply pastors to cover the very first weekend of 
my leave, I will have a preset plan chosen and we will switch to a service of the word. Pulling from our 
pool of lectors as well as others who have offered to help, lay leaders will be asked to lead the service on 
that weekend. I will communicate to Stephanie and Rick who will coordinate with Martha, Michelle, and 
Debbie. 

 
¶ In the event of inclement weather that may impact worship services this winter, Rick Dreby and Bill Isard 
should discuss the situation and be in contact with Michelle Ieradi to notify the congregation and our         
Supply Pastors. 

 
Meetings: 
 
¶ The Council has detailed information about my plans for October through December. I will be available to 
approve agendas and participate in email votes. 

 
¶ I expect committees to meet and function as usual with lay leadership. 
 
Christian Education and Bible Studies: 
 
¶ Wednesday Afternoon Bible Study will use Daily Discipleship, a free, online, lectionary-based Bible Study 
through the ELCA, and this will be led by the participants of the group. The necessary pages will be printed 
out prior to my leave and provided to the group.  

¶ Sunday School will be held after worship on the first Sunday of every month. 
 
¶ Confirmation classes will be asynchronous for October through December. I will provide the reading       
assignment to the confirmand prior to beginning leave alongside a take home assignment which will be 
completed while I am on leave and which we will discuss when I return in January.
